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$1 USD = 3.77 Malaysian Ringgit

You have a $4 budget for food for the day. You need to decide if you have enough money to in the restaurant or if you need to eat from a street vendor.  Chicken and rice cost 5 Ringgit at the street vendor and 8 Ringgit at the restaurant. 

A.) How much USD do you save eating at the street vendor?
B.) Do you think you would have enough money for the restaurant on a $4 a day budget?
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$1 USD = 4,099.95 Cambodian Riel

Angkor Wat is a city of ancient ruins that date back to the year 805 A.D. and is the temple where Tomb Raider was filmed. It cost 74,925 Riel to see the ruins. In Cambodia, they use US dollar bills as currency, and any change is paid for in Riel. 

If you pay with a 20 US dollar bill…
A.) How many dollar bills will you get in change?
B.) How much Riel will you get in change? 
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$1 USD = 21,817.50 Vietnamese Dong

A traditional and delicious Vietnamese meal is a soup called Pho. It cost about $0.75. A giant smoothie is also $0.75. 


How much Vietnamese Dong do you need to buy both Pho and a smoothie for lunch? 
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$1 USD = 3,285 Ugandan Shillings

Hello adventure! 
You have the chance to bungee jump over the Nile River for 310,000 Shillings and/or Raft the Nile for 200,000 Shillings. You’ve set a budget of $200.


Do you have enough money to both Bungee Jump and Raft the Nile?
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$1 USD = 98.64 Kenyan Shillings

To get the full cultural experience of Africa, you and your friends decide to take a Land Rover ride to a remote Masai Mara tribal village which is a 3 hour ride, into the Great Rift Valley, from the nearest town. It cost $60 for gas to drive one way. 


How many Kenyan shillings would you need to pay for gas for a round trip? 
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$1 USD = 2,185.10 Tanzanian Shillings

NATS INGONYAMA BAGITHI BABA!!! (Lion King) Tanzania is home of the Serengeti.  How could you pass up a chance to go on an authentic two-day safari where you get to camp in the middle of the reserve? It will cost $280, food included. Your driver needs the money in shillings.


How many shillings do you need to pay to go on the safari? 
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$1 USD = 0.62 Latvian Lats
1kg = 2.2 lbs

To make dinner for you and your friends, you go to the local market. Your recipe is in pounds and calls for ½ lbs of cheese. 
Cheese cost 15 Lats per kg.  


How many Lats will it cost to buy the cheese for dinner?
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$1 USD = 0.89 Euros 

Living in the historic capital of Tallinn, you will need to buy bus and trolley passes for you and your 5 friends. You will be in town for four weeks. Week long passes are $13 each. 


How many Euros will it cost for all of you to get around the city for four weeks?
